Joint Council of Fire Service Associations

Minutes

September 15, 2010

The meeting was called to order by Chairman Vanadia at 10:00 am.  The invocation was offered by Reggie Barnes and the Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

In attendance were representatives from State Firefighters, Fire Chief’s, Instructors, Professional Firefighters, SC IAAI, and Fire Marshals.  Not present were Fire and Life Safety Educators and the EMS Association.
Chairman Vanadia offered tone setting comments for our special session.

Issue #5  The Jr FF program was updated.  The Firefighters’ Association work with the Chief Officer’s Handbook was discussed.  

Issue #6  The group discussed the state’s NFIRS reporting system.

It was agreed by the group that this list of items and the plan was inclusive of all the major issues to date and that no new issues needed to be created.
